They may get a yea or nea from the class and may change their mind depending on the responses. Any incorrect responses, the teacher will discuss with the class and change if there is consensus.

	Summary of Unit:

	Students will become engaged with the idea of finding the Muffin Man through an anticipatory set of questions during snack.  The students will enjoy thinking up places they go to in their neighborhood and why to correlate with where and hey the Muffin Man, (an unknown person) might go to those places.  Students will need to understand the need of the shops they go to and the services that are provided at each.  How are the good and services needed by the Muffin Man, a Man who makes muffins?  The students will enjoy this lengthy project because of the variety of activities included and they will be ready to practice and perform the play because they will have experience with new vocabulary and listening and speaking practice to listen to others and respond.  I would do this activity in the Spring fourth quarter when students have more writing experience.  A test could be done to check for understanding of types of workplaces and the name of the employees in each workplace.
