	   The first day of the unit students will be given a pre-test on the information that we are about to study. This test will be used to determine which areas need more time and which areas need less. This test will not count towards the student’s class grade but rather be used to ensure that maximum learning is attained. The test will consist of multiple choice questions, true/false questions, a graphic organizer (with word bank) and fill in the blank questions.

1st day of unit

	 Students will complete a KWL chart to be used in the teaching of this unit. Using these charts will help identify student interests I may not have originally included in the unit. It will also reinforce learning.

2nd day of unit

	 Students will be asked to create a timeline of major events leading up to and during the war through December 31, 1939. Advanced students will be asked to do research and create a parallel timeline for what was going on in Africa and Asia during this time to get a bigger picture of world events.

3rd day of unit

	 Students will be split into groups to research the Free French Forces. They will then be asked to write a journal entry to tell why they continue fighting even though they know their country has fallen to Germany. This will be a homework assignment

4th day of unit

	Ticket out the door. Students will be required to do one of the following:

· List two events in Europe and two events in Asia that led to the war

·  Write a sentence describing those four events or 

· Write a paragraph based on how the war started in Europe and one about how it started in Asia

4th day of unit

	Students will be asked to design a commemorative stamp to remember the attack on Pearl Harbor. This activity will be started in class and if the student does not finish it will be assigned as homework.

	Ticket out the door. Students will be required to do one of the following:
· List one thing the US did to help Britain and one thing the US did to Japan

· Write two sentences about isolation, two about how the US helped Britain and two about how the US acted against Japan

· In addition to the second option students will also include an explanation for the actions the US took

	7th day of unit

	Students will make a drawing showing how American women helped the war effort. Drawings may include women buying bonds, recycling, rationing, working in a factory or on a farm or serving in the military. Students will share drawings with the class when finished

	Ticket out the door. Students will do one of the following based on ability:

· Describe how life changed for women

· Describe how life changed for African Americans and women

· Write a paragraph describing how life changed for children and Japanese Americans

	Students will be given time periodically throughout the unit to work on a PowerPoint during class and at home that summarizes what we have learned in this unit. They will be given the option to do an overview of the material or to focus on one aspects sure as:

· Women in the war
· How the war started

· Pearl Harbor

· African Americans in the war

· New rulers in Europe and Asia during the 1920’s and 1930’s

They will present this PowerPoint on the last day of the unit and it will count as their unit test grade.
