	Unit Title:  The United States:  Colonies to Country, 1754-1783
	Estimated Duration of Unit: 20 days

	Overview of Unit: Students will evaluate events that increased tension between American colonists and the British government, from the time of the French and Indian War to the Revolutionary War, with the intention of ranking the significance of each event.  Students will analyze primary and secondary sources from multiple perspectives and identify and explain why the author’s point of view or purpose was significant to the validity of the source.  Students will debate the degree to which the Declaration of Independence was an extension of Enlightenment ideals.  Students will identify and explain the impact of military and political decisions to the ultimate victory of the Continental Army over the British, and will evaluate the extent to which George Washington was the key figure of the Revolutionary Era, without whom the Revolution would have failed.   Students will prove understanding of main ideas in an argumentative essay based on a given prompt related to the essential questions of the unit.

	Summative Assessment – In a document based argumentative essay, as timed writing, students craft and defend a thesis to a prompt related to the unit’s essential questions.  Students use documents, text, and video provided during the unit, as well as additional research as needed.
