Each lesson begins with prayer (oraciones), and is comprised of portion of lesson in direct instruction to reinforce vocabulary and verb tense conjugation. Lesson proceeds to interactive format to include group activity, group research regarding the specific activity of grocery shopping and ordering food in a restaurant. Group activity to include creating “model” grocery stores and “cafes” where interactive presentations will reinforce the vocabulary specific to the chapter. Lesson concludes with unit test that tests knowledge of appropriate verb tense as well as the culture of Spanish speaking countries.

For the students who have difficulty with presentation skills or the ability to demonstrate a sense of creativity in construction of a model there will be the opportunity to pair with peers or use alternate tools in accomplishing their assignment.

	Cross Curricular Opportunities: Throughout this lesson skills in grammar are reinforced in English versus Spanish. Through the culture and development of a model skit the lessons involve an appreciation of the history of the indigenous people of Spain, Central and South America as their countries hold fast to the native customs while moving toward modernization in the 21st century.
