	With the students share the definition of Digital Rights and Responsibilities and we would have a discussion about those rights. Show them the acceptable use policy for our school and we would discuss it and what it means.  Then set up the video and have the students’ think of how he/she might have made different choices.  Watch the video.  After the video discuss what happened and then have the students break into groups of four.  Have them answer the questions – What is the meaning of the video.  Whose fault is it the Eduardo got in trouble?  Do you think that Eduardo should have gotten in trouble? Explain?  Have the students share their group findings. The will produce the document in Google Docs.

	 Week 1

	What is Digital Communication?  Discussion with the whole class.  Talk about the different was to communicate digitally and how those ways can be helpful or hurtful.  Give the students the definition and have them discuss how they communicate digitally.  Watch the video Working Together Digitally.  After the video break into groups of 4 and discuss in the groups about what happened in the video and how they think they would do it differently.  Then report out as a class.  Talk about how everyone needs to be respectful of each other and know how we communicate can be misunderstood.  Last go back to the small groups and each group will be given a scenario about Why We Connect.  Then have the students break down each scenario from first to last and identify how they communicated each step.  Each group will present to the class. They will either present as a PowerPoint or movie

	Week 2 

	Introduce Digital Etiquette and discuss different ways people communicate and talk about things we think may have been bad digital netiquette.  Then go through each of the 10 rules from our resources.  Break each one down and discuss scenarios of good and bad examples.  After going through the 10 rules have the students break into groups and assign a group one of the rules.   Have the students find on the web a good example and a bad example and then share with the class.  Have them also submit in Google Docs so all their classmates can see.

	 Week 4

	Introduce Digital Literacy by giving students the definition.  Then discuss how sharing on the internet can be helpful but can also get you in trouble, hurt other people or be too much. Then watch the video.  After the video discuss as a group what happened in the video.  Have the students work on a scenario they will share with the class.  Their assignment will be to come up with examples of ways to share on the internet and they will have to get the others to decide if they shared too much or just the right amount.  The students will then come up with ways for the students to make better choices if they had shared too much.  The will produce a fake page using Microsoft Publisher and share with the class.

	 Week5

	Students will play the game and take the quiz at the end.  Discussion will follow about what they learned. Talk about some of the key points digital safety, digital security, and preventing damage to digital tools.

	 Week 5

	Ask the students what is copyright and fair use.  Discuss what they are and what might happen if you do not follow them.  Watch the video.  Discuss about what you shared online in the last 3 days?  Have students give examples of what they shared and if others shared it.  Break students into small groups and assign each group one of the following vocabulary words.

Copyright Protects  Copyright Does Not Protect     Plagiarism     Piracy    Public Domain

Tell each team that they are to learn all about their word and they will be the expert team for that word.  Then each group will present their finding to the class.  I want them to be able to give 2 real life examples and 5 interesting facts about their word.  They can make this a PowerPoint or video presentation and they will need to include a bibliography citing their sources.  This lesson will take three class periods.

	 Week 6

	Watch the video.  After the video discuss what happened in the video.  Have the students take the quiz in groups so they can discuss how she felt and how things could have been handled differently.  Come back together as a group and discuss the answers.  Have students write about a time they felt bullied.  Have them talk about was it at school, home or on the internet.  Talk about cyberbullying and how things online whether they are said directly to someone or about them hurts just like when it happens face to face.  Watch the second video about cyberbullying and discuss the video.  Let any students share if they were cyberbullied and how they dealt with it.

	Explain what digital commerce is.  Show examples of sites – eBay, iTunes, Amazon, HMV, and Best Buy.  Look at these sites and what you can buy on these sites.  Look at the questions they ask to purchase.  Talk about how to protect our information and how to purchase online safely.  Have the students find three sites where they can purchase a product from and then write about the site, have them tell if you have to be a member to purchase, do you have to register before you purchase, what are the methods you can use to pay, is the site a safe site to purchase from, what are the reviews from people who have bought from them.  They will need to include a link for each site and tell what they were purchasing.  They will submit a Google docs document.

	Talk about Digital Access and your rights and how to access technology.  Talk about how not each student can access some technology in the same way as others and how some do not have access at home.  Do a survey in our class about who has access to the internet and where. Give them a worksheet and they will answer and turn in.  Do a graph of the access people have or don’t have in the  class in Excell or Word
